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Background and Methodology of the Study

« 3-year study commissioned by the Konrad Adenauer Stiftung Israel
focusing on the Abraham Accords and the Region.

« Attitudes and opinions of various countries were polled:

« 2022: 2,966 respondents in 7 Countries: Israel, Palestinian Authority (West Bank),
Bahrain, United Arab Emirates, Qatar, Morocco, Saudi Arabia

« 2021: 5,539 respondents in 12 Countries: Israel, Palestinian Authority (West Bank),
Bahrain, United Arab Emirates, Qatar, Morocco, Saudi Arabia, Germany, UK,
France, Australia, USA

« 2020: 4,014 respondents in 9 Countries: Israel, Palestinian Authority (West Bank),
Bahrain, United Arab Emirates, Qatar, Morocco, Saudi Arabia, Germany, USA

 All respondents were collected on mobile devices in-app
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Israel

« Only UAE citizens view Israel MORE FAVORABLY (52% vs. 43%)

« Qatar (46% vs. 53%), Morocco (30% vs. 60%), Saudi Arabi (21% vs. 75%),
and Bahrain (20% vs. 72%) all view Israel MORE UNFAVORABLY than
FAVORABLY.

» There is a significant difference in UAE, Bahrain, Morocco, Saudi Arabi,
and Qatar based on Gender and/or Age.

« 40% of Saudi Arabian Shiites have a FAVORABLE impression of Israel
vs. 19% of Saudi Arabian Sunnis.

« About three-quarters of UAE citizens, and two-thirds of Qatari citizens
believe that Israel is a partner, or has the potential to be a partner, in
commerce and business, environmental issues, technology and
innovation, social challenges, and cyber-security.

* Israel, UAE, Qatar, and Morocco (85%, 77%, 66%, 51%) are countries
where the citizens SUPPORT the Abraham Accords.

» The population of Bahrain and Saudi Arabia OPPOSE the Accords (52%
and 51%).

« Significant differences based on Gender and Age in some countries for
SUPPORT of Accords.

« 54% of Bahraini and Saudi Arabian citizens both think that the
warming of relations with Israel makes the region more DANGEROUS

* Israel is seen as a country that THREATENS regional stability by some.
56% of Bahrain, 49% of Saudi Arabia, 48% of Morocco, 45% of Qatar,
and 29% of UAE, choose Israel as one of three choices “threatening
regional stability.” (Total=100%)

* In Israel, Morocco, and UAE citizens are MORE concerned about a
nuclear Iran (63%, 45%, 41%) but in Qatar, Saudi Arabia, and Bahrain
they are MORE concerned with Iran’s support of terror organizations
like the Houtis and Hezbollah (54%, 51%, 44%)

« USA overwhelmingly viewed FAVORABLY with two-thirds to three-
guarters of ALL respondents viewing the USA FAVORABLY.

» Citizens of Qatar and UAE (67% and 65%) overwhelmingly believe that
the United States, under the leadership of Pres. Joe Biden has had a
MORE POSITIVE influence in the region over the previous
Administration.
